Demonstrates adequate  
wri,ng skills, using correct 
grammar & spelling most of 
the ,me. There are no 
more than six spelling 
and/or grammar errors. 
Errors distract from 
readability of the work.  
  

Demonstrates poor wri,ng 
skills, seldom using correct 
grammar and spelling. 
There are eight or more 
spelling and/or grammar 
errors. Overall readability is 
seriously hampered by 
errors.
